CONFESSION AND ABSOLUTION

M:

By right, we should have nothing to sing about. We do not deserve God's
love. He created humankind in his perfect image to live with him in peace
forever. But Adam and Eve sinned against him, and we have sinned against
him no less than they. Therefore let us confess our sins to God and ask him

to forgive us.

Heavenly Father, we confess that we have sinned against you in thought,

word, and deed.

We are embarrassed to think of our sins here. Our hearts are filled with love
for you, but we confess we have often loved others more than you. Our eyes
behold your glory, but we confess we have lusted for what you forbid. Our

lips praise you, but we confess we have spoken evil again and again.
We deplore our sins, O Lord.

They have only gained us trouble. They have not given us the happiness
they promised.

For the sake of Jesus, forgive us for sinning against you, O Lord.

Remind us that Christ came into the world to free us from the guilt of sin.
Proclaim to us that his life and death cover our sins. Keep us from being
attracted to sin. Spare us from being enslaved by sin. Help us make up for

the sins we commit against one another.
Deliver us from sin's power, O Lord.

Glory to God in the highest! In love that astounds us, the eternal God sent
his one and only Son to live among us, to obey as we could not, and to
suffer what we deserved. In Christ there is indeed peace on earth. In him
God extends his good will to all people. Because of Christ and by his au-

thority, I tell you the truth: your sins are forgiven.

but by taking the humanity into God;
